	Fostering Form

	Please note that completing the Foster Application Form does not guarantee placement of a dog. Rights for Animals Rescue Cyprus reserves the right to refuse any fostering offer that we feel does not meet the needs of the dog. We may also propose another dog that we believe would be more suitable for your home and family.



	Eligibility Requirements

	Fosterers must be at least 25 years of age. For senior fosterers, we may proceed on the understanding that a family member will take responsibility for the dog if you become unable to provide care, until the rescue is able to move the dog. Families with children under 6 years old are unfortunately not eligible to foster.



	Homecheck

	We aim to have your home check carried out by one of our experienced volunteers as soon as possible after receiving your Foster Application Form – ideally within 2 weeks.



	Care / Health

	Rights for Animals Rescue Cyprus must give consent and authorization for any of our fostered dogs to undergo euthanasia. Fosterers are required to notify us immediately of any health concerns or diagnoses. Our organization works with trusted veterinarians who can provide second opinions and alternative treatment options. We will support you as much as we can with veterinary advice and assistance. If a veterinarian suggests euthanasia, you must inform us right away. We do not condone or permit euthanasia without our prior consent.



	Contact the Vet

	The fosterer gives permission for the rescue to have access to the vet details/report/treatment at any time in the dog’s life.



	If Dog Gets Ill

	We request that you contact us immediately if the dog becomes ill. We are always here to support you. Our team and our veterinarians in Cyprus often have extensive experience with Mediterranean diseases and can frequently recognize signs and symptoms faster than some local vets. This can help ensure a quicker diagnosis and speedier recovery. Our rescue organization takes all reasonable steps to ensure the health of your foster dog. However, as a living being, we cannot guarantee the dog’s health. If the dog becomes ill, our organization is willing to cover veterinary costs or provide any necessary solutions to ensure the dog receives proper care.



	Follow Up

	Rights For Animals Rescue Cyprus will stay in touch with you and retain the right to also carry out a further visit to your home after the dog is placed, as a follow up check. We request that you keep us updated with any change to your contact details, including change of address.



	Time Period

	Please understand that we cannot guarantee how long it will take to find a new placement. For this reason, we kindly ask for your commitment to keep the dog safe and cared for until a suitable new place has been secured.



	Age / Breed

	Rights For Animals Rescue Cyprus can not guarantee either the age or the breed/s of a dog.



	Microchip

	All our dogs are microchipped prior to their fostering.



	Arranging Safe Transfer

	If at any point you find it difficult to continue fostering the dog, it is essential that you give the rescue organization sufficient time to arrange a safe transfer — either to another foster home or to a kennel.



	Dog’s Welfare

	Rights For Animals Rescue Cyprus has the right to remove the dog from your care if your circumstances have changed to the degree that they no longer meet our foster criteria and, as such, would fail any future follow up home checks. This decision is on the rescue’s jurisdiction. If at any time the rescue feels that the dog is not safe or not happy in your care, the organization reserves the right to move the dog to another placement as soon as possible, without any objections. The dog’s welfare will always remain our highest priority.



	Dog’s Ownership

	The dog remains under the sole ownership of the rescue organization. As a foster, you are kindly reminded that you must request and receive authorization from the rescue for any action concerning the dog (such as veterinary treatment, travel, adoption decisions, or transfer to another person).The rescue retains the unconditional right to collect the dog at any time, without reason or explanation. It is clearly established under the foster agreement that such decisions fall exclusively within the rescue’s jurisdiction.



	Return Of The Dog

	Rights For Animals Rescue Cyprus must be informed at any time of a change in circumstances and the dog returned to one of our volunteers where required. Our dog must never be handed over to any other Rescue and of course it is not allowed to be sold or given to anyone else. We always accept the return of our dogs and will endeavour to remove them accordingly.



	Mandatory Free Training Sessions

	As part of the foster process, we require all fosterers to participate in two mandatory free of charge online sessions with our certified positive trainer who specializes in rescued dogs. The pre-arrival session must be completed prior to the dog's arrival to help ensure a smoother and faster transition for your dog into their new home. The post-arrival session is crucial and should occur within two weeks after our dog’s arrival to assess the adjustment process and offer support, ensuring a happy life between all.



	Legal Compliance & Liability

	The fosterer agrees to comply with all relevant regulations, legislation, and laws concerning the welfare, control, and responsible protection of animals, including, without limitation, the Animal Welfare Act 2006 and Codes of Practice issued in England and Wales under that Act. The fosterer also agrees to ensure that anyone else with temporary care of the animal complies with these requirements. This includes providing for the animal’s health and well-being and taking measures to ensure that the animal is properly housed, fed, watered, socialized, exercised, and receives appropriate veterinary care, including vaccinations, regular worming, and flea treatment. The fosterer accepts that Rights For Animals Rescue Cyprus makes no representations or warranties, expressed or implied, about the dog’s temperament and, to the fullest extent permitted by law, accepts no liability for any loss or damage caused by the dog.



	Privacy Notice

	Rights For Animals Rescue Cyprus takes your privacy seriously and we will only use your personal data in connection with your foster application. We will never pass your information to any third party not connected to the process, and the details will not be used for marketing purposes of any third party. We may contact your vet to confirm neutering/vaccination/other medical details either about your current dog(s) or your fostered dog, both before and after fostering. We will use your personal information to: • process your foster application and take a decision about the match between you and the dog you want to foster. • process for your home check, your name, address and contact number will be given to our Home Check Team to allow the home check to be scheduled and carried out. • subject to successful foster and after receipt of your foster donation and transport costs, arrange for Pet Courier services; your name, address and contact number will be given to our Pet Courier to arrange a suitable collection point. • provide lifetime rescue backup for you and your dog. If you are successful in fostering a dog, your details will be held on file for the lifetime of the dog. Your Foster Application Form will only be accessed by the team of Rights For Animals Rescue Cyprus for these purposes and it will be held securely both electronically and/or on hard copy.
